Terms:

All rates include room and continental breakfast.

Rates apply to enrolled students, standalone and CPD’s. 

All payments should be made to ‘CATS Trading.’

Payment of above packages in one lump sum within 30 days of invoice date incurs a 10% discount.

Payments by instalments are at the price shown above.

Instalments must be arranged by setting up a Standing Order by end October and can be no longer than 10 months in length.  If the Standing Order is delayed, the monthly amount must increase and the duration of the instalments be shortened so that full payment is received by end July.

‘Pay as you go’ accommodation is based on availability and must be paid at the beginning of each week’s stay.  
The night before a teaching week (for example Sunday) is complimentary providing you have booked for the duration of the teaching week.  
Fridays or the end of teaching weeks are chargeable at the standard ‘pay as you go’ rate.
All students pay the rate shown above regardless of when they started the course.  

Starting from September 2011, rates will increase each academic year and all students will be responsible for paying the increased rate regardless of when they started the course.

Refunds for accommodation packages will be considered in exceptional circumstances only.
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
